Visuano is a new media piano performance with real-time music visualizations by a live
projection mapping system. Pianist wears a satin and muslin dress with a cape that designed
as a wearable screen to cast video projections.

The visual ellements are combinations of real-time generative animation and various video
footages that could be reactive to live piano music. A visual story is created from the
inspiration of the music piece “The Serpent’s Kiss” - a ragtime style music by American
composer William Bolcom.

The core value of this work is to imagine the future of piano performance with digital visual
illusions that affects wearable media and performative environment as a new way of
expressing, experiencing and interacting with music.

Digital Technique:

Kinect depth camera captures the contour of pianist and creates silhouette mask for
visualization.

Using the C++ with OpenFrameworks to process the input visual signals and generate the
output projection video events.
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
